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Healthy Livestock is being launched to 

work with dairy, beef and sheep farmers  

throughout south west of England to  

improve the health of their herds and 

flocks, and so improve their profitability.  

Healthy Livestock is a Rural Development  

Programme for England (RDPE)-funded project,  

developed by a range of organisations and led by the 

Rural Business School as part of the South West 

Healthy Livestock Initiative (SWHLI). The priorities 

outlined were set following a consultation exercise 

carried out by the SWHLI Regional Advisory Panel. 

This project will provide up to 70%-funding towards 

designated training, discussion groups, vet and adviser 

mentoring and diagnostic testing; the exact mix of 

these supported elements will vary according to the 

priority disease in question. The project aims to avoid 

duplication and will be mainly delivered through local 

consultants, vets and training groups. 
 

The consultation exercise confirmed that many sheep 

farmers do not always have close connections to their 

local vets and so the project will employ a specialist 

sheep veterinarian to advise and support local  

practitioners in project delivery. This support will be 

integrated with a series of sheep focus farms to  

demonstrate facilitate the transfer of best practice in 

flock health management.  

The Healthy Livestock project will focus on  

controlling the incidence of:
