       MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING: These have previously been circulated and were 
       signed by the Chair as a true record.
MATTERS ARISING: None, other than those items included under the various headings below.
PLANNING:  Application for Listed Building Consent in respect of alterations and improvements to Providence Place, Throwleigh has been approved. An application has also   been received for the replacement of the existing turnerised roof covering with natural slate at Providence Cottage and this proposal was supported.
        FINANCE:  Balances- Current Account £2,308.63.  Reserve Account £649.14(plus int. to 
        30/9).Emergency Account £280.55 (plus int. to 30/9).  To pay: Clerk’s salary £344.50 
        plus expenses £53.12. DNPA £250 –re-cutting of lettering on village cross.

        CORRESPONDENCE: 

a.West Devon BC: Additional salt supplies for the winter can be purchased if required and a price list has been sent to the Council.

b.Dartmoor NPA: A conference of Parish Councils will be taking place at Parke on 16 November. Maps have been received showing the revised boundaries for the Conservation areas of Throwleigh and Murchington. The next Forum meeting is scheduled for 26 November.
c.Devon County Council: Mobile Library Service- improvements to this service are being introduced from January 2011 which will offer longer stopping times in the area and the new timetables will be published shortly. To prepare the mobile library service for the launch in January, time needs to be allowed for some essential work to take place on board the mobile library vehicles. Therefore, the last day of the current service will be Friday 26 November 2010. Users will be able to borrow books for the whole of this off road period and either return them to a static library or to their new mobile library in January. A public meeting hosted by the Leader of Devon County Council to discuss public spending issues will take place on 25 November in the Charter Hall, Okehampton at 6.30 p.m.
d. DALC: A summary of the recent Government Spending Review has been sent to the Parish Council.

e.Other: A further request for financial assistance has been received from Okehampton District Community Transport Group but this will be declined since a donation of £100 had already been sent to them in July. Devon and Cornwall Police – latest monthly newsletter. West Devon Citizens Advice Bureau – The CAB have asked for a donation towards the cost of their work but any decision will be left until there is a response to the clerk’s letter requesting information on the number of individuals in the Throwleigh area who have availed themselves of this service. The Parish Council have been advised that following its closure earlier this year, the Throwleigh Centre has been handed back to DCC.
