MATTERS RAISED BY PARISHIONERS: None
       MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING: These have previously been circulated and were 
       signed by the Chair as a true record.
MATTERS ARISING: None, other than those items included under the various headings below.
PLANNING:  Letter received from South West Planning Aid offering training sessions in respect of all aspects of planning matters. It was felt that this would not be entirely applicable to the Parish Council in view of its location within Dartmoor National Park.
Over the last few weeks planning applications have been received in respect of  Lower Shilstone/Moor Farm/Ayshmoor. No objections raised by the Parish Council and approval has now been received for the Lower Shilstone proposal.
        FINANCE: 

Balances- Current Account £2,401.70. Reserve Account £648.82. Emergency Account £280.41. To pay: Clerk’s salary (2 months) £340 plus expenses £32.24.
Use of surplus funds: It has been established from the minutes that in 1999, approval was granted by the Charity Commission for the monies on the Endacott Charity account to be transferred to a new Emergency account and that these funds are available for the benefit of  parishioners or needy causes. 
       CORRESPONDENCE: 

a. West Devon BC: An update concerning the Local Government Review has been received and as a result of  another Judicial Review judgement provided on 10 July in response to a complaint brought by district councils in Suffolk, any final recommendations by the Boundary Committee have had to be delayed for a further period. WDBC will be staging several emergency planning workshops for Parish & Town Councils in September. 
b. Dartmoor NPA:  The Annual Review for 2008/2009 has been produced and the Parish Council are rather concerned at the considerable costs that must have been incurred, at public expense, in the production of this substantial document. Clerk has been instructed to write to DNPA to enquire how much has been expended on this project.
c. Devon County Council: Over the past year DCC has been looking closely at the benefits and problems with the issues surrounding 20mph zones and limits. A leaflet will be produced shortly outlining the Council’s adopted speed limit policy for all speed limits.
d. DAPC: The AGM will take place on 26 September.
e. Other: The Devon Rural Network has produced the Rural Devon Profile 2009. This a comprehensive and extremely interesting document and the clerk has been instructed to write and convey the Parish Council’s thanks for such an informative report.
 REPORTS: The next Eastern Parishes Link Committee meeting will be held in Throwleigh Village Hall on 19 November. Minutes of last meeting on September 3 are awaited. Further update received from the Boundary Committee.
       PARISH MATTERS: 
       Pond- An onsite meeting has been arranged with DNPA to discuss both the drying up of the        

       pond and to explore the possibility of the Park contributing towards the cost of re-cutting the      

       lettering on the village cross.
       Problems caused by parking on the road leading from the village centre to the church have

       been exacerbated by the fact that in addition to public service buses having difficulty getting  

       through, a school bus will now also be using this route. Therefore, a letter has been sent by 

       DCC to local residents, requesting them to leave sufficient room with their parking to enable 

       all vehicles to pass without difficulty. If this approach is not successful then the Parish 
       Council will support any additional measures that may be required.

       The Parish Council have been assured that the overgrown hedging below Diblands will soon

        be cut back.

       ROADS:  A site meeting is being arranged with Highways to try and find a solution with 
       regard to the regular flooding that takes place between Waye Down Cross and Monks

       Withecombe.  It is hoped that a visit can be paid to Shilstone Lane immediately following

       that meeting to look at the recurring problem of damage to the wall and verge near the cattle

       grid caused by wide vehicles driving down the lane.
